· The U.S. Postal Service and Bell Incorporated announced May 30 that the more than 200 million courier envelopes that Bell manufactures annually for use by Postal Service customers now meet "Cradle to CradleSM" standards for environmental health and sustainability. To achieve the certification, every Bell Incorporated supplier that contributes to the manufacture of the Postal Service envelopes—including raw materials, ink, tape, tear string and adhesive suppliers—went through a series of measurements and assessments, conducted by MBDC, a design firm founded in 1995 to promote and implement eco-effective products. Areas reviewed and modified as needed for the finished packaging included the human health and environmental characteristics of materials, recyclability of materials, use of renewable energy in the manufacturing processes, efficient use of water during and water quality after production, and strategies for social responsibility.
